Deliberate Fires

Perth’s Preventions, Interventions and Partnership team wish to share an important fire safety message from our
colleagues at SFRS. After a recent rise in the instances of deliberate fire setting within the Perth area, SFRS are
urging parents and carers to help prevent further events and the potential for more serious consequences.

Watch Commander Nick Yeats from the SFRS Community Action Team advises "Deliberate fires can have
serious consequences, putting lives at risk and diverting firefighters from other emergencies. Parents and carers
can help by making sure children and young people are aware of the risks of playing with fire and the
consequences of deliberately setting a fire. Last year the Scottish Fire and Rescue Service attended over 10,000
deliberate outdoor fires across Scotland, many involving young people. These fires can spread quickly,
threatening wildlife, property, and people.

If you suspect a child or young person might be involved in setting
fires, talk to them about the dangers. Look out for signs like the
smell of smoke on clothes or in the home. If you have concerns for
a young person, contact your local fire station or Community Action
Team for advice or a visit through the Fire Safety Support and
Education Scheme (FSSE).
